Last issue we were in Hawaii where the Dave Navarro epoch configuration of the
Red Hot Chili Peppers was bonding. They snorkeled and skydived. Foraged the
forests and jumped off cliffs into waterfalls. They brought their own Harleys and
marauded the islands under the band’s nom d@' MC gang, “The Sensatives”. They
satiated on exotic tropical fruits and cavorted with the natives. And they even
got in a little rehearsing. After a couple months it was back to LA to regain
their urban footing, take care of business and to start the actual recording of the
long awaited new CD from Warner Bros., produced again by the resplendently
resourceful wunderkind, Rick Rubin, who also did BSSMagik. After laying down most
of the tracks, actual completion was put on hold to begin rehearsal for Woodstock,
which would be their first live performance with Navarro. And they tested the
results by springing a few surprise gigs in small clubs like Johnny Dep’s Viper
Room and Hollywood’s venerable Club Lingerie (see review). It all paid off with a
spectacular show at Woodstock before an estimated 350,000. After a week in New
York City with two more intimate and unpublicized shows at Roseland Ballroom and
the Academy, it was off to Europe for a headline tour of festivals in Dublin;
Belgium; Reading, England; Madrid;, Copenhagen; and Germany. Now we're back in the
states. Anthony’s laying down vocal tracks in New York, and hopefully the CD will
be released in early 1995 so we can start the U.S. tour. The band will play at the
Rosebowl in Pasadena, California with the Rolling Stones on October 19 and 21, 1994,
but all other previously announced dates have been suspended except that the band
will be playing Santiago, Chile and Buenos Aires, Argentina between December 12
and 17, 1994 with the possible addition of other South American dates and maybe
Mexico City. We hope to play Australia, Japan and Europe in 1995. EMI (the band’s
label before Warner Bros.) plans a pre-Christmas marketing of “Out in LA”, a CD of
unreleased demo tapes from the band's earliest sessions with the late Hillel Slovak
on guitar and Jack Irons on drums. Although they were original members along
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with Anthony and Flea, they were contractually prevented from performing on the
first album. We've got two new T-shirts: a black tour shirt with dates and places
on the back (Woodstock to Rosebowl) and a
purple and silver logo in front, and a white
T - shirt with prison gansg tattoo motif. We've
acquired five live underground performance
videos from 1986, 1989, 1991, and 1992. And we're
working on a light bulb outfit poster. Next
issue January 1995.
